Para 5.29 states that ?Botley also functions as a district centre in the Oxford City context? There is
no justification for this sentence. ? As defined by the Local Plan, the population of Botley in the 2011
census was 10,000. ? The populations covered by the district centres in Oxford City range between
24,000 and 40,000. The sizes are simply not comparable. ? There is also ribbon retail development
between Oxford City and Botley. This is not the case for the district centres in Oxford City. ? More
seriously, the Plan implies that it can only achieve its objectives by attracting trade from the centre of
Oxford. A plan that relies on eviscerating the centre of Oxford cannot be regarded as sound. ? The
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failure to take into account the views of Oxford City means that this aspect of the Plan fails to comply
with the duty to cooperate.
