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Introduction

This Statement sets out a number of minor modifications that Vale of White
Horse District Council has made to its Draft Community Infrastructure Levy
(CIL) Charging Schedule, in response to representations received during the
period of public consultation, which ran from 11 January to 8 February 2021.

Table 1 below comprises a schedule of all the minor modifications, with
deleted text shown as strike through and additional text shown in red and
highlighted in bold. The table also includes a brief justification for each
modification, as well as the name of the respondent to whose consultation
comments the modification relates.

The Statement of Modifications is being published in accordance with
Regulation 19(1)(d) of the Community Infrastructure Levy Regulations 2010
(as amended) and has been made available to the appointed Examiner, who
will conduct the independent Examination into the Draft CIL Charging
Schedule.

Right to be heard by the Examiner

Any person may request to be heard by the Examiner in relation to any of the
modifications set out in this Statement of Modifications.

Requests to be heard by the Examiner in relation to the modifications set out
in this Statement of Modifications can be made during the 4-week period
following the formal submission date of the Draft CIL Charging Schedule i.e.
from 19 March 2021 to midnight on 16 April 2021 and these can be
submitted:

Council will submit a copy of each request it receives to the Examiner via the
Programme Officer.

For your request to be considered by the Examiner, you must also provide
your name and address, which we will share with the appointed Examiner and
a Programme Officer, who acts as a point of contact between the Council,
Examiner and respondents before, during and after the Examination. In line
with the Community Infrastructure Levy Regulations 2010, you may be
contacted by the Programme Officer (or where necessary the Council) with
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relevant updates regarding the Examination or other aspects of our CIL
review.

Copies of any requests received on the Statement of Modifications submitted
by individuals will be published on the Council’s website, alongside their
name. No other contact details will be published. Requests submitted by
businesses and/or organisations will be published, including contact details.
