 Building healthy and sustainable communities 

1 Self and custom build

include developing policies in their Local Plan for self-build and custom housing. The 

approach taken within Development Policy 1 is aligned with the requirements of the PPG.

This policy is considered positively prepared, justified, effective and consistent with 

national policy. NPPF paragraph 70 requires that to deliver the social, recreational and 

cultural facilities and services the community needs, planning policies and decisions 

should plan positively for the provision and use of shared space, community facilities and 

other local services to enhance the sustainability of communities and residential 

communities; guard against the unnecessary loss of valued facilities and services; ensure 

that established shops, facilities and services are able to develop and modernise in a way 

that is sustainable and retained for the benefit of the community and ensure an integrated 

approach to considering the location of housing, economic uses and community facilities 

and services.
