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Many will be aware that last year the Longworth Parish Council decided to develop a 
Neighbourhood Plan for the village.  
 
It did this because it saw this as a way of using the new Localism Act to assert more 
local control over planning and other decisions that affect the current and future well-
being of the village. Its primary purpose is to formalise a vision of what Longworth

in terms of infrastructure and housing, and indeed the extent by which it should grow.  
 
An essential part of the Plan is to consult all the adult residents of Longworth, and to 
this end there have already been three public consultation events last year, which gave 
villagers an opportunity to express their first thoughts. The committee managing this 
process on behalf of the Parish Council has taken account of these early expressions 
and, as a next stage in the process, have compiled them into this questionnaire which 
is now being circulated to all on the electoral roll.  
 
This is a village-wide opportunity for you to contribute to the Longworth 
Neighbourhood Plan. The Parish Council want to hear your views on what our Plan 
should say.

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The Plan, of course, must be realistic. There will inevitably be financial restraints and 
planning regulations to take into account. Some services are delivered by commercial 
organisations. But while we all recognise those constraints, both the Parish and the 
Vale Councils see this as an opportunity to influence the degree to which the village 
might develop and to tackle some of the more negative pressures which threaten small 
villages around the country.  
 
The next stage after this is to take those ideas and suggestions which appear to have 
the greatest consensus and support and incorporate them into a draft plan. This draft 
will then be circulated to Longworth residents to be voted on before being adopted. In 
the meantime we will continue to work closely with the Vale District Council to ensure 
our planning process has integrity and that the final product has their seal of approval 
and can thus gain statutory authority under the Localism Act.  
 
The questionnaire is lengthier than we wanted it to be and we know many of you are 
very busy, but this is a real opportunity for Longworth to take control of its own 
destiny so please do try to find time to complete it.

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Schooling 
 

Longworth Primary School is situated in School Close (just off Bow Bank) in the heart of Longworth. 
It has a capacity for 70 children, and prides itself on providing pupils with a wide range of 
experiences. Its most recent Ofsted report in December 2010 graded the school óOutstandingô, 
recognising high levels of pupilsô attainment and the schoolôs ability to stretch more able pupils 
whilst those with special educational needs make accelerated progress similar to their peers. The 
school is not an óacademyô, and therefore teaches the state curriculum. 
 
Longworth Pre-School is situated on the same site as the school, with capacity for 30 pupils. It 
caters for children between the ages of 2½ and 5, and accepts pupils for both Longworth and other 
schools. Its most recent Ofsted, in December 2010, graded the pre-school as óGoodô, recognising 
that it provides a warm, secure and inclusive setting for all its children.

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Housing 
 
Longworth currently has 221 houses of varying character and size, with a nuclear (dense) 
centre, 3 main legs of linear housing (i.e. single depth housing along Rectory Lane, 
Appleton/Hinton Road and Cow Lane) and a limited number of homes scattered across the 
broader reaches of the parish.  
From the consultation events there appears to be broad agreement over the need for some 
increase in the number of homes in the village. The exact style, location and implications are 
less clear and are the focus of this part of the questionnaire.  
Before answering questions on the future housing needs of the village, respondents may find 
it helpful to note some relevant Core Policies emerging from the Valeôs draft Local Plan. Our 
plan is more likely to be accepted if it supports the district councilôs plan and policies. Some 
of the terminology associated with housing plans is also clarified below.  
 

¶ Vale draft Core Policy 2 states ñthe smaller villages have a low level of services and 
facilities, where any development should be modest in scale and primarily to meet 
local needsò.  
 

¶ Vale draft Core Policy 3 includes a section on development at smaller villages which 
reads ñAt the smaller villages, limited development may be appropriate within the 
existing built up areas of those settlements. Proposals for development will be 
supported where they seek to meet local housing needs, and/or provide local 
employment, services and facilities, provided that the development accords with the 
development plan and respects the existing character and form of the settlementò.( 
N.b. In the Vale draft plan is a ñsettlement hierarchyò in which Longworth is classed as 
a ñsmaller villageò). 
 

¶ Affordable Housing is housing owned by Local Authorities or private registered 
providers with rents determined through a national regime (social rent). Initially 20% of 
newly built Affordable Housing properties will be allocated to those with a local 
connection and allocation of places is thereafter determined by the Vale district 
council.  
 

¶ Intermediate housing is housing for sale and rent at a cost above social rent but below 
market levels and can include shared equity schemes.  

 

¶ Low cost market housing is a form of affordable housing but is provided by a private 
developer and not subject to any local connection allocation criteria.  

 
Respondents may also wish to take into account the survey carried out by the Parish Council 

three years ago where residents were asked to give a view on the need or otherwise for 

some affordable housing. The result of that survey was an identified need for up to nine 

homes in the ñaffordable housingò category and a tentative plan was put forward for building 

these on the nursery site next to the Hinton Road. This, however, has not yet moved forward 

to a definite proposal.
