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We would agree, that as a minimum, the range of services, facilities and employment opportunities at
the Harwell Campus suggest it should be classified as a Larger Village. However, the existing
employment opportunities at Harwell Campus cannot be described as ?more limited in range?, and
indeed, further employment provision at the Harwell Campus is proposed by draft Core Policy 6 (Meeting
Business and Employment Needs). The proposed housing allocations at Harwell Campus will also
provide new primary education facilities, public open space and recreational facilities. Linkages to the
employment site for pedestrians, cyclists and public transport users will also be provided (as required
by the Development Site Templates at Appendix A to the draft Local Plan). As such we consider that
there is strong justification for the Harwell Campus to be classified as a Local Service Centre.
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
