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The plan is based on an exceptionally high forecast of housing needs as defined in the Oxfordshire
SHMA and supporting evidence. The SHMA has been the subject of many challenges and can hardly
be considered to represent any sort of concensus.

The SHMA is based on a humber of questionable assumptions to which it is very sensitive - this adds
up to a total employment forecast that lacks any credibility because other outcomes for employment
in the vale may be equally or more likely but with dramatically different impacts on housing need.
Despite the SHMA being a statement of need and not a target, the Vale have accepted this number
as a target without any proper scrutiny or challenge despite the obvious weaknesses for which it has
been widely criticised.

More evidence is provided in the critique commissioned by CPRE Oxfordshire from a leading planning
expert who concluded that the SHMA's estimate is likely to be " grossly overstated " by a factor of
over 2.

1 The SHMA housing need figure is more than two and a half times what the Government?s official
household projections would suggest, making it highly questionable;

2 The SHMA makes many dubious adjustments to official statistics which add over 20,000 houses
to its forecast of need for Oxfordshire; and

3 Much of the forecast of need is based on another forecast that 85,000 new jobs will be created
attracting more people to move to the County. However much of this figure seems itself just to
be based on questionable hopes of aggressive economic growth and house building rates and
it has not been subject to public consultation or independent scrutiny.

The SHMA itself says it is just a starting point and only part of the evidence base for determining

housing need and that further work needs to be done to test whether it can be accommodated

sustainably before adopting it as a housing target. The Vale did not attempt to undertake any further

work before adopting the SHMA figures unquestioningly; it should first have assessed them against

social, environmental and infrastructure considerations.

By the time the Vale plan is inspected, the Cherwell plan will have been reviewed, and Oxfordshire
SHMA accepted as an appropriate statement of need and hence setting the district housing target, or
it will have been rejected.
