The CTEHF has been set up to support our most vulnerable customers who have seen a reduction in the Government support which helped to pay their council tax liability or for those who are suffering financial hardship due to unforeseen circumstances arising from the cost-of-living crisis.

The CTEHF is set up to provide short term relief and therefore should not be seen as a long-term solution to debt problems.  There is no statutory right to payments from the fund although the council will consider all applications received.  Any CTEHF awarded will be credited to the applicant’s council tax account.

Applicants will need to ensure they have taken all reasonable steps to resolve their own situation prior to applying, including applying for any benefits which they may be eligible for and seeking advice from a debt advice organisation.
Applications for help are assessed for the financial year in which the claim is made. Backdate requests can be considered under exceptional circumstances. Please see our policy for full details of qualifying criteria available on the council’s webpage.
To support your application, we ask that you give as much information as possible and provide proof to support your reasons for applying e.g., medical certificates, doctor's letters or letters from landlords, etc. We will also require supporting bank statements for all accounts held or that you have access to.
